There has been some lingering impact (covid) on group numbers 
for functions, but breakfast and lunch are as good as ever. In 
conjunction with the Restaurant, a temporary marque has again 
been used on two occasions -  one over Xmas and another over 
Easter. The small contribution by us to this resulted in significant 
additional patronage during these periods. We are currently looking 
at the feasibility of purchasing a marque to provide year round 
cover on the open deck, as we were unsuccessful with the grant 
application for the major cover project, and there is no guarantee of 
funds being available in the foreseeable future.    

The projected upgrades to the PA system and the bar 
reconstruction have been completed -  again thanks to the Old Boys 
for their substantial contribution to this.  

Earlier this year, Crown Lands, with whom we have the lease of the 
Clubhouse area, conducted an audit to check compliance with the 
terms of the lease as it exists. A number of points were raised which 
has resulted in a number of moves. One of these is that we are 
required to have a sinking fund for the maintenance of the building, 
and as a result we now have a separate account which will be 
funded by interest from fixed deposits and other sources not 
affecting our general operations which will be used for upgrades 
etc. of not only the building, but renewal of chairs and tables etc..  

Also as part of this audit, it has been necessary to transfer the 
Crown lease from CHSLSC Properties Ltd to CHSLSC Ltd. (the 
company running the business operation and the Surf Club). This 
process will be complete by the end of May this year, which will 
enable us to arrange the necessary changes to the lease required 
by the audit to be implemented so the Club can be certain of 
tenure for the next 20 - 25 years.  

In conclusion, we have finished this year (financial that is!) in a 
better position than we thought possible twelve months ago, and 
the future looks as good as it can be in these times. (This paragraph 
has also been cut and pasted from last year because nothing has 
really changed.)

On behalf of the Coffs Harbour Surf Life Saving Club, I extend my 
profound gratitude for your unwavering support over the past year.

This fiscal year witnessed substantial investments in our club's 
infrastructure to align with competitive function spaces within the Coffs 
Harbour area. Our refurbishments included a bar renovation valued at 
approximately $45k, advanced audio/sound equipment upgrades for 
the restaurant and deck areas totalling nearly $20k, and a dishwasher 
upgrade in the kitchen, amounting to around $10k. I would like to 
specifically acknowledge our 'Old Boys', whose fundraising initiatives 
significantly financed the bar renovations.  

It is imperative to highlight that we are always vigilant about 
expenditure, striving to prevent wastage and superfluous costs. Despite 
the escalating operational costs nationwide, we remain focused on 
proactive financial management. Ensuring our club remains an 
attractive option for potential function bookings is of paramount 
importance to our long - term viability and positions us favourably for 
the future.  

In the ensuing year, we anticipate an expenditure of roughly $20k for 
the procurement of our own marquee for the outside deck area. This 
will permanently enhance our seating capacity and the versatility of 
our function spaces, benefiting both regular visitors and special events 
alike.  

Over the past 12 months, the Surf & Beach Committee has been 
granted greater autonomy in managing their own operations, allowing 
the board to concentrate more on the licensed club's operational 
activities and the broader facility management. This strategic 
reallocation of responsibilities has been successfully adopted and will 
result in structural changes to our Constitution and By - Laws. 

I would like to recognize and congratulate Julie Hyatt on her retirement 
after 21 years of dedicated service to our club. Julie, your commitment 
has been invaluable, and we wish you all the best in your future 
endeavours. Leticia Gunther, a vibrant member of our club, will be 
stepping into Julie's role, and I trust that you will all warmly welcome 
Leticia in her new administrative capacity.  

It has been an absolute pleasure serving on the Board for the past two 
years, particularly during this centennial year. I extend my deepest 
appreciation to everyone who has collaborated with me to ensure the 
club's financial resilience and prudent expenditure. This club's success 
is the fruit of a passionate community that tirelessly works towards 
achieving our shared goals.
